Keynote Address:  The Long Walk North? The Initial Peopling of the Lake Agassiz Basin of Northwestern Ontario, North-Central Manitoba.

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Beginning in the 1970s, J.V. Wright proposed that 'Shield Archaic' derived from Northern Plano in southwestern Nunavut. When confronted with climatic warming and forest development, he suggested that these northern caribou hunters responded by becoming generalized forest foragers, and over the next 5,000 years slowly expanded south and east around Hudson and James Bays, to eventually occupy a broad arc of the northern Canadian Shield from northern Saskatchewan east to northern Québec.

 This idea has remained relatively unchallenged in the literature, in part because of Wright’s role in Canadian archaeology, and because of very limited new research throughout the Shield. This paper considers sparse new information that suggests comparatively early occupation of far northern Ontario, and proposes alternative routes and origins for mid-Holocene occupants of far northern Ontario.
